Emergency Closure Update
Although the weather has been rather unpleasant since Christmas we have at least been
fortunate not to have suffered problems with the snow so far. Please bear in mind, however,
that winter is not yet over.

PE Kit
During a recent check on PE kit it transpires that many of our young people do not currently
have PE kit available to them. It may be that they have grown out of their kit or that they have
taken it home and not brought it back. PE is an important part of the curriculum and for
hygiene reasons, students should change into the appropriate kit for each session. All learners
should have a separate pair of trainers, jogging/tracksuit bottoms or shorts and a tee shirt
specifically for PE, and all such kit should be named.
